I tisn’t fun to think about, but every cowboy knows his rodeo career
could end or be put on hold by injury each time he nods for the chute to
open. The injury report following a rodeo is often quite lengthy, with every
imaginable injury recorded. Most are minor, however, in some unfortunate
cases, serious injuries result. Luckily, the Justin Cowboy Crisis Fund is there

to lend a helping hand.

The Justin Cowboy Crisis Fund (JCCF) has assisted injured rodeo athletes and
their families since it’s inception in 1989. Although medical expenses are often
covered by health plans or accident insurance, there is often a financial burden
when it comes to the cowboy’s everyday living expenses. This is where the
JCCEF provides a safety net for injured cowboys.

Many cowboys have thrown their support behind the JCCF. They realize that
the money donated will go towards their friends, or maybe even themselves $4. 5 m i Ili 0 ”
someday. Generous donations are not the only way the JCCF is made possible.

Some cowboys donate valuable memorabilia to auctions that benefit the JCCF.
The ProRodeo League of Women has been the Fund’s biggest contributor,
donating more than $800,000 during the past 19 years. Fund-raising efforts by
rodeo committees are also very important as are individual donations, many

made as honorary or memorable contributions.

To date, the JCCF’s running total of disbursements has exceeded
$4.5 million in financial assistance to more

than 600 injured rodeo athletes and their

families. Unique among today’s numerous

charitable organizations, the Professional

Rodeo Cowboys Association (PRCA)

and the Justin Boot Company underwrite

all administrative costs, so EVERY

dollar in donations is used to

help the injured cowboys.
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
